Geography Terms:

1. Latitude (parallels): Lines that circle the earth parallel to the equator and are used to measure the distance North and South of the equator!

2. Longitude (Meridians):
Lines that run north and south alongside the Prime Meridian and measure the distance east and west of prime meridian.
3. Intermediate Directions:  Also known as intercardinal directions, these are known as Northwest, northeast, southwest & southeast.

4. Cardinal Directions: North, South, East, West

5. Physical Map: Show identifiable landmarks such as Mountains, rivers, lakes, oceans, etc…

6. Political maps: Show governmental boundaries of countries, states, counties, major cities, etc…

7. Scale: The ratio of a distance on the map to the corresponding distance on the ground.

8. Globe: A minimized, 3-D model of the earth and its features.

9. Equator: An imaginary line that runs half –way between the north and south poles.  Measured at 0 degrees, it separates the north and southern hemispheres.

10. Hemisphere: One-half of the earth

11. Prime Meridian: an Imaginary line that runs from the North Pole to the South Pole and separates the Eastern and Western Hemispheres.

12. Delta: a deposit of earth and sand at the mouth of a river.

13.  Glacier: an extended mass of ice.

14. Island:  a piece of land that is completely surrounded by water.

15. Isthmus: a narrow strip of land connecting two larger areas of land. Usually has water on both sides.

16. Lake: a sizable inland body of water.

17. Mountain: land with steep sides that rises sharply.

18.  Ocean: One of the four major bodies of Salt water that surround the Continents.

19.  River: large natural stream of water that runs through the land.

20.  Strait: a narrow channel connecting two larger bodies of water
21.  Tributary: small river or stream that flows into a larger river or stream, a branch of a river.

22.  Peninsula: body of land that juts out into a lake or ocean, surrounded by water on three sides.

23. Plateau: Flat land at a high elevation.

24. Basin: area of land drained by a given river and its branches, usually surrounded by lands of higher elevation.

25. Legend: a table or chart on a map that explains and defines the symbols used.

26. Plain: a large flat area of land at low elevation, usually covered with grasses.

27. Archipelago: a grouping of islands.

28.  Bay: part of a large body of water that extends into a shoreline.

29. Geography: The study of earth.

30. Gulf: a deeper, larger version of a bay.

31. Landform: features on the earth’s surface.

32. Vegetation: Plants

33. Aqueduct: Channel that is made to bring water.

34. Climate: average weather over a period of time.

35. Region: area of the earth’s surface.
